Report
Following on from the defeat to Leeds on the previous Sunday in the Cup, the SOE U18 Eagles travelled to Leeds Carnegie hoping to reverse the result in the North Premier fixture.
The Eagles started the tie in confident fashion and soon found themselves up by 4 points in the early part of the quarter, but some poor defensive rebounding allowed Leeds to quickly catch up and overturn Newcastle, who continued to press hard and claw their way back, only to see the quarter end 7 points adrift of Force, the scores 26 to 17 in favour of the home side.
The second period was an even affair, with neither side able to gain the upper hand over their opponents, but it was the Eagles, who after the 10 minutes had clawed 2 points from the Leeds advantage and went into half time, down 40 points to 33.
Leeds Force came out after the break, the more aggressive of the two sides and soon found that the lead was extended to 11 points only for the Eagles to fight back, but were unable to close the deficit to more than 5 at any stage of the 3rd quarter and it ended as it had started with a gap of 7, Leeds ahead 52 points to 55.
Coach Heath urged the players to show some urgency in their play in the final period, but again Force started better and the SOE u18’s soon found themselves down by a 12 points, which as they pressed hard found themselves caught in transition time and again by a well drilled Leeds outfit, who continued to extend their advantage, stretching the lead to 17 points but in the final seconds of the game Newcastle pulled back 4 and the game ended with a comfortable victory to Leeds Force.
