Report

In what was the first game of a double-header weekend, the Eagles U16s played Cheshire Wire in the Northern Premier League. The away side would start strongly, scoring back-to-back baskets to open the game. A big three from Tosan Evbuomwan would stop the rot before baskets from Jacob Payling and Dan Ridley allowed the Eagles to edge ahead 8-6 with 4 minutes gone. Cheshire’s defence was however causing the home side problems and 3 turnovers off bad passes would lead to easy transition layups for the Wire, who would go ahead by 4. The sides would then trade baskets to finish the quarter 12-15 in favour of Cheshire. 
The second quarter was a tough one for the home side. Both teams would trade baskets until the fourth minute when Cheshire went on a 14-0 run, sparked by back-to-back threes from Ball. The away team had real intensity to their play and were proving a real handful in the full court as well as bringing down multiple rebounds on the offensive end. The Eagles would end the quarter with back-to-back baskets but still found themselves down by 14 at the half (10-21)(22-36).
At halftime the Eagles would re-group. There was belief in the team that less turnovers and better rebounding on the defensive end would enable the team to edge their way back into the game and so it proved. The home side matched Cheshire all the way in the third but couldn’t find the opening they needed, winning the quarter by 1 (17-16)(39-52). In the fourth however, the home side would get themselves right back into the game. The Wire would start the final quarter strongly with scores from Johnson and Uzunali but from the third minute to the ninth the Eagles would go on a 17-4 run to narrow the Wire’s lead to just 4 (58-62). With the clock winding down, the Eagles would foul and after 2 missed free throws, Ben Proctor would be fouled, hitting 1 from 2 (59-62). The Eagles would again foul with Cheshire missing the first but hitting the second, the home side now down 4. After a timeout, Tosan would be fouled and with the game on the line he stepped up to hit both from the charity stripe. The Eagles couldn’t get a steal on the inbounds and again fouled. Ball would sink his second from the line and the Eagles would have one last chance to tie the game with a three. The home side couldn’t find an opening however and the game would end 61-64, with Cheshire the winners.
