Report
After picking up their first win of the season last week, on the road to Harrogate in the National Cup, the under 16’s were looking to win their first league game, playing against Trafford Magic at home. After a very close and keenly fought contest the Eagles would come away victorious, winning 62-59 against a strong and physical Trafford side.
Trafford started the game with real intent, going on a 6-0 run and holding the home side scoreless over the first 5 minutes. Trafford were playing with real intensity on the defensive end and their pressure in the full court was really causing the Eagles problems. Dan Ridley would however stop the rot by sinking two free throws from the line and after back to back scores for Tosan Evbuomwan the away side’s lead was cut to just 2. A pair of free throws from Sauveur would then wipe away the Magic’s lead but a basket with 20 seconds left would keep the away side’s noses in front 12-14 after the first quarter. 
The second quarter was another even contest but this time it was the Eagles who would go on a run (12-2) to take a 4 point lead with 3 minutes to play in the quarter. Trafford would however up their defence again and after a series of steals and easy finishes in transition the away side would go into the half up 4 (26-30). 
The third quarter saw both sides scoring more freely but it was Trafford who would edge it, taking an 8 point lead into the final quarter (16-20)(42-50). 
The home side knew they would need to play well in the final ten minutes to turn the game around and spurred on by some solid defence they did just that. The Eagles would keep the Magic scoreless for 6 minutes and with 3 minutes to play in the quarter would tie the game up after a big basket in transition for Jeremy Leivin. Trafford were now in serious foul trouble, having already sent the home side to the foul line 7 times in the quarter eventually ending up with 3 players fouling out. With 2 minutes left, Trafford were leading by 2. Tosan was fouled and after hitting both free throws the game was tied. The Eagles would then get another stop on defence and again Tosan would be fouled and put on the line, hitting 1/2 and giving the Eagles a 1 point lead. Another stop would follow and again Tosan would be fouled, this time hitting both to extend the lead to 3. Trafford would then take a timeout, and after getting the ball in early and coming off an on-ball screen, #6 would be fouled, with the referees deeming it unsportsmanlike. After hitting 1 from the line Trafford would come again, drawing a foul and again only hitting 1 from the charity stripe. With the home side up 1 and little time on the clock Trafford would foul but the referees called it unsportsmanlike and it would be 2 and possession for the Eagles. Ben Proctor would hit one and miss one but on the inbound he was fouled again. Hitting his first, the Eagles would go up 3 and with time expiring, with the Eagles would run out the clock emerging victorious 62-59 (20-9).
