Report
After maintaining a 4-0 record so far this season, with few contenders besides York, the Eagles moved on to their fifth game of the season against Leeds Tigers.
The Eagles opened up the quarter controlling the tip as they immediately showed signs of rushing offensively, leading to some early turnovers and missed shot attempts. While this was problematic early they soon caught their stride defensively, taking advantage of Leeds weaker, smaller backcourt leading the Eagles to convert a string of fast-break lay-ups. The Tigers struggled early and throughout the quarter with their shooting and defensive matchups while the Eagles created good spacing, allowing for middle drives which yielded some easy baskets as they increased their lead. The Eagles had a few lapses which led the Tigers to get to the line and churn out 3 field goals in the paint, however the Eagles still continued to control the quarter throughout as they finished confidently 29-7 to end the first.
The second quarter was not to dissimilar to the first quarter while spacing and ball movement was much improved the Eagles attempts just didn’t fall even when left open. Still again they persisted and managed to gather some rhythm nearing the mid-point which gave them a good lead. Defensively the Tigers taller front court caused a few issues in the paint as they took advantage of the Eagles smaller lineup. Nonetheless good defensive efforts at half-court provided the Eagles with some easy two’s which again increased their lead going into the second half, confidently ending the quarter 21-9 with a 50-16 lead.
After a stellar first half, the Eagles met little resistance early on. They however did struggle to convert shots offensively and turned the ball over more than necessary, while the Tigers capitalised on their opportunities to string together some open lay-ups. Even though shooting woes didn’t help, the Eagles did run the break well and continued stretching their lead further. The Eagles looked more controlled and in tune with some errors still lurking, but managed to finish a decent quarter 19-6 to go into the fourth with a significant lead.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The fourth quarter showed a significant improvement in the Eagles ball movement and spacing, and tempo too which really sped up the pace of the game. This gave them some great looks offensively especially around the perimeter which they managed to knock down occasionally. Shot attempts were many but by continuing on the glass gave the Eagles a significant advantage in having extra second chance opportunities around the paint. Poor passing by the Tigers backcourt led to costly turnovers as the away team took advantage of the fast-break to keep stretching their lead even further. After a dominant fourth quarter performance the Eagles ended the game 32-2 in the fourth, finishing the game 101-24.
