Report
After a successful outing against Tees Valley Mohawks last week, the Eagles U14’s would host Chesterfield Flight for their final regular season fixture.
The first quarter displayed the Eagles dominance on both ends of the floor, as the first four minutes saw them burst out the gates with 16 straight unanswered points. Chesterfield struggled to find any flow it seems, as the Eagles defensive efforts and intensity went unmatched throughout the quarter. Defensively there were momentary lapses which provided some daylight for Chesterfield as they converted 8 points of their own. Rebounding was key for the home team whilst Chesterfields lack of height and athleticism caused them to struggle keeping the Eagles off the boards, while at the same time finding it almost impossible to break the Eagles full-court press. The Eagles put their stamp on the quarter 34-8 going into the second.
The second quarter saw the Eagles bench contribute on both ends of the floor as all players maintained their consistency dropping 28 in the quarter and holding the opposition to just 2 points. Again, the Eagles full-court and half-court press caused continued struggles for Chesterfield as frustrations began to boil over. The Eagles felt little resistance from the away side as the Eagles big-men punished Chesterfield in the paint whilst the Eagles backcourt controlled the perimeter and scored at will. The second quarter was a blowout as the Eagles ended the half 28-2, now moving into the third quarter 62-10.
The third quarter saw a slight dip in offensive output from the Eagles whilst dropping their press, allowing them to play at a slower and more methodical pace. Defensively the Eagles maintained their intensity and held their ground holding Flight to just 6 points whilst dropping 22 of their own. Although their performance dipped slightly they played well tactically and took care of the intangibles which allowed them to maintain their flow throughout the contest. After another dominant quarter it was obviously clear that this was a one sided affair as the Eagles move into the fourth 84-16.
The fourth quarter was a repeat of the first quarter for the most part as the Eagles upped the tempo on Chesterfield. Running the break was key for the home-side as they poured out 31 to Chesterfield’s 6. Again, the Eagles defence was difficult for Chesterfield to handle as their only 6 points didn’t come easy.
The Eagles concluded the game quickly, efficiently and without much resistance ending the contest 115-22 to conclude their 2016-2017 campaign.
