The Eagles have showed steady improvement throughout the season while meeting some turbulence along the way, and would have an opportunity to take the top spot in the North East division with a home win.

As the first quarter tip-off ensued, the Eagles took control of the ball and struck early with the first basket of the game. The subsequent minutes would be one sided as the opposition, clearly undersized, inexperienced and ill equipped proved to be no competition for the home squad. Shooting dipped considerably from the Eagles at times as easy scoring opportunities could have been capitalised on first time, however by cleaning up on the glass often enough they were able take advantage of each possession. The Eagles would improve defensively to hold Leeds to 0 as they dropped 28 to end the third.

After a few words from coach Gilchrist the Eagles took to the court and the fourth quarter would be an identical outcome to the first. Both sides played with more energy and focus whilst Leeds earned 7 as the Eagles committed some unnecessary errors due to poor communication. After rectifying their woes the Eagles ran away with the quarter scoring 40 as Leeds fought on both ends of the floor.

Of course there was little competition for the Eagles but nonetheless an outcome that contributed to their positioning in the standings. The Eagles will now move on to face off against Leeds Tigers in their next matchup as they hope to continue making improvements in preparation for their biggest match of the season against Tees Valley Mohawks.
