Report
The Eagles opened up the first quarter by winning the tip-off and striking first with a quick lob-pass for a breakaway lay-up. Derbyshire started slow in response as they struggled to find open passing lanes and driving lanes, leading to consecutive turnovers and poor shot attempts. The Eagles found their rhythm early on both defence and offence as good spacing and communication provided good ball movement, good inside penetration and conversions in the paint and second chance opportunities on the boards. Hustling for every loose ball and by chasing every rebound throughout the quarter led to extra shot attempts for the home side, stretching their lead even further. The Arrows pulled back five of their own to narrow the lead as they were forced to take a timeout, with 4:40 left to go, Eagles leading 15-5. Derbyshire continued to struggle shooting the ball, however, the Eagles aggressive contact defensively led to easy free throw opportunities while the Eagles stretched their lead every other play to take hold of the first quarter. The Eagles led 21-13 going into the second.
As the second quarter got underway both teams looked a little rusty for the first few possessions or so. The Eagles rebounding efforts led to them converting the first score of the quarter from behind the arc. The Arrows struggled with turnovers early on while the Eagles shooting woes continued early as the away side took a timeout with 8:16 left to go, Eagles leading 24-13. Derbyshire responded well by getting to the line after the timeout for 2 easy conversions, and later making a three to narrow the lead. Newcastle responded with four baskets of their own to increase the gap as Derbyshire continued to put up ill-advised shot attempts. The Eagles continued to score on their next 3 of 4 possessions as the Arrows responded with an easy two of their own to halt the slide. Both teams forced some poor turnovers, however the Eagles squeezed out some extra field goals before the end of the quarter to extend their lead 42-21 at the half.

After a strong first half both teams looked a little rushed to begin with. After a few possessions the Eagles improved their spacing and ramped up their tempo which allowed for 6 consecutive field goals before the Arrows halted their scoring run. The Eagles continued piling on the pressure offensively as Derbyshire struggled to deny interior penetration which saw the home side convert 3 more lay-ups in the paint. After a repeat of the second quarter for the Arrows, the Eagles broke open the lead to finish the quarter confidently 64-32 going into the fourth.

The fourth quarter began decently from both sides, as the Eagles bench struggled with some spacing issues and ball movement, the Arrows took advantage some costly turnovers to even up quarter scores. The Eagles struggled to score throughout the quarter as Derbyshire led for most of the way. Rebounding efforts certainly provided many extra opportunities for the home side but shot attempts just weren’t falling. Nonetheless the Arrows played much better in the fourth to lead the quarter while failing to close the gap.
